The Cirencester Deer Park International School programme
continues to go from strength to strength. Work undertaken
during the 2010-11 year has included Comenius project work
with our European partner schools. Firstly a Comenius project
initially started by Rachel Mansell, a former Deer Park teacher,
in July 2008 concluded in July 2010 under the guidance of
James Johnson, Deer Poadinatod. sThis(
Comenius project was titled
looked at the development and comparison of different
education systems and day to day lives of pupils and the
schools they attend. This project was undertaken with our
partner schools in Germany and Austria and has provided us
with valuable insight into different curriculum operations.

We are currently in the process of applying for two new
Comenius projects with the British Council, the first project is
based on the Expressive and Performing Arts and investigates
the teaching of the Arts in the 21% Century in European
countries. Liz Norman, Head of Expressive Arts, is leading the
project with representatives from France, Holland and lItaly. A
preliminary meeting was held in Lyon, France in January 2011
in which Liz met the representatives from the participating
countries to plan and implement the proposed project. The
second Comenius project is a new initiative for Deer Park
School in a project proposal based on the teaching and support
of children with Special Education Needs. This project is led
from Italy with other contributing countries including Norway
and France. Jane Coul I, Cire
the lead teacher at Deer Park.

A Comenius Regio project undertaken in conjunction with
Wyedean School, Gloucestershire and Swedish Schools
concludes in June 2011. This is based on the teaching of the
STEM subjects of Mathematics, Science and Technology. The
project has looked at the development of technology and the
teaching of the subjects in the partner schools. The project is
led by Celina Davies, Science and Jemma Lindsey
Mathematics. The project work undertaken is the subject of a
separate article later in the Newsletter. We welcomed our
Swedish colleagues to Deer Park in March 2011 where they
taught our Year 9 pupils in a Science, design based activity.
